
Queensland Home Garden Expo—Scarecrow Competition 

Entry Conditions 
 

• Scarecrows should be the size of an average person (it’s a good idea to check that it will fit in your car) 
and be able to be mounted on a hay bale –see instruction sheet. 

 
• Scarecrows will be placed in groups around the showgrounds grounds at the organisers  
          discretion. 
 
• Each Scarecrow can be entered in only one category – either a group entry or an individual entry. 
 
• Entry Forms and $5 entry fee must be posted to Queensland Home Garden Expo, PO Box 239, Nambour 

4560 no later than Friday 3rd July, 2009 
 
• All scarecrows must be delivered to Nambour Showgrounds, Coronation Ave, Nambour on Wednesday 

8th July, 2009 between 8am and 4pm. 
 
• Judging will take place on Friday 10th July, 2009.  The judges decision is final and no  
       correspondence will be entered into. 
 
• Prize money will be paid by cheque and posted to the group or individual nominated on the entry form. 
 
• Free Qld Home Garden Expo entry passes ( 2 for group entries/1 for individual entries) will be available 

at Nambour Showgrounds for collection when Scarecrow Entry is delivered. 
 
• Scarecrows cannot be collected before Monday 13th July.  Scarecrows can be collected between the hours 

of 8am and 4.00pm on Monday 13th July.  Queensland Home Garden Expo cannot be responsible for 
scarecrows not collected by this date. 

 
• Queensland Home Garden Expo will make endeavour to ensure that all scarecrows are secure and main-

tained in good condition but cannot take any responsibility for any loss or damage.
