 Entries must not exceed 24 lines. 

 Entries can be free verse or rhyming poetry. 

 Illustrations, where included, will not be considered by the judges. 

 Spelling errors or typographical mistakes will not be penalised if they do not detract from 
the poem 

 Only one entry per poet will be accepted. No joint entries. 

 Students’ names must not appear on poem. Entries will be numbered for judging. 

 All entry forms must be filled out correctly with name of parent/guardian or teacher and be 
attached securely to each poem. Entrants name is ONLY to appear on entry form. 

 Decisions by the judge are final and no correspondence will be entered in to.  

 The Library reserves the right to publish in an anthology, without fee, award winning or  
 commended entries. Copyright will be retained by author. 

 Poems will not be returned  to entrant. 

 First, second and third place prizes will be awarded in each category. Certificates will  
 be awarded to highly commended and commended and a trophy awarded to the overall 
 winner. 

 Entries not fulfilling these rules and conditions will be disqualified. 

 Winners will be announced at a prize giving ceremony to be held at
